Nancealverne School RE offer

INTENT: 
The principal aim of Religious Education at Nancealverne School is to prepare all learners to become part of a diverse community. The teaching of RE allows our pupils to explore what people believe and what difference this makes on how they live. It provides a vehicle for all pupils to gain the knowledge, understanding and skills needed to handle questions raised by religions and beliefs, whilst reflecting on their own beliefs and ways of living. We believe our Religious Education offer helps learners to make sense of those beliefs, understand the impact and make connections, all of which helps develop our learner’s navigation within the world. 
We follow the Cornwall SACRE agreed curriculum as a base, with themes and questions chosen to ensure the needs of our curriculum offer is bespoke to the needs of our children.
    Cornwall SACRE 2020+ states that; RE is not simply about gaining knowledge and understanding about beliefs and religion but is also about developing their own understanding of the world and how we live in it within today’s society. It is about developing individuals’ skills, understanding and attitudes linked to their spiritual, moral, social, and cultural development, whilst encompassing everything that is British Values in today’s world.
IMPLEMENTATION:
At Nancealverne School we follow the Cornwall agreed syllabus. This also incorporates a Cornish aspect, which enables the children to explore the rich spiritual and religious heritage of Cornwall a statutory part of the core curriculum for all pupils and is taught through a varied yet focused approach. RE is taught weekly in classes and is promoted through weekly class and key stage assemblies as well as being an integral part of our PSHCE curriculum offer as well as promoting British Values within the setting. 
Within the Cornwall RE syllabus, it is recommended that 5 key principles are used when planning the RE curriculum in special schools, these are as follows:
· Connection- what links to can we make with our pupils’ lives?  
· Knowledge-what is the burning core of the faith? 
· Senses-what sensory elements are in the religion? 
· Symbols-what are the symbols that are most accessible? 
· Values-what are the values in the religion that speak to us?  
This is a model devised by Anne Krisman, a teacher in Little Heath School in the London borough of Redbridge  and is featured in Ofsted’s good practise resources and RE online. www.reonline.org.uk
All of which link to the needs of the pupils within our setting and are relevant within their understanding and personal development.
The curriculum has been designed and adapted to provide all learners with the knowledge and skills needed to navigate their way through our ever-changing society and world around them and contributes to personal development of all pupils within our school and enables them to  
Following the Cornwall RE Curriculum offer we ensure that the teaching of RE enables our learners to;

The RE curriculum covers a spiral based model that introduces and covers key content surrounding the four major world religions-Christianity, Islam, Judaism and Hinduism. 
Core knowledge of these religions act as a springboard to explore big questions around, life, death, prayer, rituals and relationships and offer individuals the opportunity to learn from differing opinions and beliefs and is taught through varied opportunities such as;
Assemblies, stories, roleplay, ART, PSHCE sessions, food exploration, SMSC focus days, ( see calendar of events) sensory exploration, use of the world wide web for current affairs and leading RE resources such as; www.reonline.org.uk and News round files and information. 
IMPACT:  
Religious Education allows pupils to explore challenging questions about the meaning and purpose of life, beliefs in God, issues of right and wrong and what it means to be human. 
Children understand a range of beliefs linked to the local communities they live in as well as national and global beliefs and are able to explore and consider differing answers to profound questions linked to the varied religions and beliefs within our world. 
Religious Education within our setting is assessed through varied opportunities linked to the personal development of our pupils and is evidently linked within pupils’ personal EHCP. 
Providing Religious Education for our pupils enables them to participate positively within our society with respect for their own beliefs, society and respect for cultural diversity within an ever changing and developing world, providing them with he skills and knowledge to take into their future. 
Legal Requirements: what does the legislation say in England?  
Taken from Cornwall Agreed Syllabus for RE; 2020-2025
RE is for all pupils: 
Every pupil has an entitlement to religious education (RE).
RE is a necessary part of a ‘broad and balanced curriculum’ and must be provided for all registered pupils in state-funded schools in England, including those in the sixth form, unless withdrawn by their parents (or withdrawing themselves if they are aged 18 or over).
This requirement does not apply for children below compulsory school age (although there are many examples of good practice of RE in nursery classes). 
Special schools should ensure that every pupil receives RE ‘as far as is practicable’ to make connections between religious and non-religious beliefs, concepts, practices and ideas studied, so that they can: 
· evaluate, reflect  on and enquire into key concepts and questions studied, responding thoughtfully and creatively, giving good reasons for their responses. 
· challenge the ideas studied, and allow the ideas studied to challenge their own thinking, articulating beliefs, values and commitments clearly in response.
· discern possible connections between the ideas studied and their own ways of understanding the world, expressing their critical responses and personal reflections with increasing clarity and understanding.
The ‘basic’ school curriculum includes the national curriculum, RE and relationships and  sex education.
RE is determined locally, not nationally: 
A locally agreed syllabus is a statutory syllabus for RE recommended by an Agreed Syllabus Conference for adoption by a local authority.
Local authority-maintained schools without a religious character must follow the locally agreed syllabus. 
•	Foundation schools and voluntary controlled schools with a religious character should follow the locally agreed syllabus, unless parents request RE in accordance with the trust deed or religious designation of the school. 
•	Religious education is also compulsory in academies and free schools, as set out in their funding agreements. Academies may use the local agreed syllabus, or a different locally.
RE is plural:
•	The RE curriculum drawn up by a SACRE, or by an academy or free school ‘shall reflect the fact that the religious traditions in Great Britain are in the main Christian, while taking account of the teaching and practices of the other principal religions represented in Great Britain’. 
•	According to case law, the agreed syllabus has a duty ‘to take care that information or knowledge included in the curriculum is conveyed in a pluralistic manner’ and ‘must accord equal respect to different religious convictions, and to non-religious belief’.
 Note that the term ‘religion’ encompasses both religious and non-religious beliefs.
As education policy changes, the legal requirement for RE for all registered pupils remains unchanged. RE is an entitlement for all pupils unless they have been withdrawn by their parents from some or all of the RE curriculum. 
Right of withdrawal
This was first granted when RE was actually religious instruction and carried with its connotations of induction into the Christian faith. 
RE is very different now – open, broad, exploring a range of religious and non-religious worldviews. However, parents have the right to withdraw their children from RE lessons or any part of the RE curriculum and the school has a duty to supervise them, though not to provide additional teaching or to incur extra cost. Where the pupil has been withdrawn, the law provides for alternative arrangements to be made for RE of the kind the parents want the pupil to receive. These arrangements will be made by the parents; the school is not expected to make these arrangements. This RE could be provided at the school in question, or by another school in the locality. If neither approach is practicable, the pupil may receive external RE teaching as long as the withdrawal does not have a significant impact on the pupil’s attendance. Schools should have a policy setting out their approach to provision and withdrawal. However, it is good practice to talk to parents to ensure that they understand the aims and value of RE before honouring this right. Students aged 18 or over have the right to withdraw themselves from RE. More guidance on withdrawal can be found in religious education in English schools: non-statutory guidance 2010, available online at www.gov.uk/government/publications/religiouseducation-guidance-in-english-schools-non-statutory-guidance-2010 RE, academies and free schools
Free schools are academies in law and have the same requirement to provide RE and collective worship. In this document, any reference to academies includes free schools.
Pupils are to study in depth the religious traditions of the following groups:
At Nancealverne the study of the religious traditions have been planned and developed to suit the needs and understanding of each pupil within the set classes, where changes or adaptations to the curriculum have been made have been made, staff will ensure pupils revisit or further secure understanding and content of that religious tradition whilst in that Key stage.

	Units and the coverage of content are developed across the 3 school terms and are introduced, reflected on, and developed through the skills and knowledge development of pupils each year.
