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Reading Offer – Post 16 Provision


At Post 16 the Reading Offer for Upper Evergreens students seeks to develop young people’s ability to read functionally and for specific purpose in the wider world, as well as continue to promote a love of reading for pleasure. All students in Post 16 settings should be given the opportunity to develop their Literacy (and specifically their reading) skills.  This is statutory for those students who have not achieved a qualification of C or above at GCSE Level; this will therefore apply to the vast majority of students at the Post 16 provision.  

Students will therefore be given:
· Regular functional Literacy sessions with a clear focus on reading
· Opportunities to track progress in their reading skills using measures such the Achievement Continuum in ASDAN Modules, and Entry level test papers through EDEXCEL as well as detailed Word, Text and Sentence focus skill development through Adult Bsquared Reading Strands.
· Opportunities to apply their reading skills in ‘real life’ situations.
· Opportunity to continue with structured schemes – Twinkl, to develop phonic awareness and reading skills.
· Opportunities to use specific AAC equipment and programmes (Proloquo2go, Click and Talk and Board maker, Widgit) to develop symbol and picture recognition as part of individuals reading skill development. 

The 6th Form Literacy curriculum content is linked with the ‘Functional Skills’ curriculum, which ensures that the reading skills taught are then applied in practical ‘real life’ situations, in preparation for the students’ lives outside of school.  There are also opportunities for reading skills to be developed within specific ASDAN accreditation and EDEXCEL qualification modules.  Both of these links provide opportunities to measure progress and may allow students to achieve nationally recognised qualifications which show their reading skills. Under the ‘Literacy for Pleasure’ strand of learning recognises the importance of developing young people’s love of reading for pleasure as well as being an important skill for moving on and functioning independently in society.
Students will be given daily opportunities to develop their reading skills (this may be included within other learning areas also such as reading recipes in cooking, using signs to locate the correct aisle in the supermarket and choosing word and symbol cards to record accreditation work). 
Small group teaching and class work also develops reading skills through accreditation and qualification modules such as the following:

Social Sight Vocabulary refers to all types of vocabulary which our students will see around them. The vocabulary which we teach our students will be individual to each dependent on a number of factors including their comprehension, interests, experiences and needs; as a result, we have identified four main areas of social vocabulary signs; Safety: for vocabulary relating to safety or wellbeing e.g. fire exit/ toilets; Information: for vocabulary which gives information e.g. exit/closed; Services: for vocabulary relating to public services e.g. post office/bus stop and Personal: for vocabulary relating to personal need/interest which will be individualised e.g.    Tesco/McDonald’s
Underpinning the teaching and development of reading in Upper Evergreens is the environment and access to reading and books in the classroom, the places we visit and the way we present reading development to our students. As such, we provide the following to develop reading skills for all students:

· Provide a language rich environment – through a total communication approach (symbols, photos, words and images)
· Give access to books and a range of texts – in class and through visits to the library  
· Enable young people to learn a range of stories, poems and rhymes 
· Use a variety of strategies to explore texts including drama with visiting speakers and performers
· Explicitly teach vocabulary in the context of great books and for a functional purpose 
· Talk with children about books. 
· Offer reading in a range of multi-sensory ways – sensory stories, audio and video books. 
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
