	IEP Whole school PP vs non-PP progress – narrative 

	The positive outcomes for both groups of pupils remain comparable with 69% of pupils in receipt of pupil premium funding establishing or generalising their PLGs compared to 73% for the remaining cohort. 
 These results again demonstrate the impact and consistency of strategies and approaches embedded over the year. All learners were able to access a range of enrichment opportunities supporting relationships, resilience and engagement throughout a long summer term. 
 Learners in receipt of pupil premium were included for all enrichment opportunities offered including, a school camp, beach trips, trips to the zoo, St Michael’s Mount and in school events including a science dome.   
 Additional and ongoing therapeutic and enrichment opportunities were also continued and while available to all on an individual needs basis, were also planned with consideration of levels of disadvantage.

	Narrative for the term being reported on above: 

	The data for those pupils eligible for Pupil Premium (PP) funding is comparable to the data for the pupils not eligible for PP funding.  In English 91% of pupils eligible of PP have made or exceeded expected levels of progress compared with 89% of those pupils not eligible for PP.  In maths the figures reflect that 77% of pupils eligible for have reached or exceeded expectations compared with 75% for the remaining cohort.  This reflects the individualised access to provision and resourcing that the school strives to achieve, ensuring that all students are supported to thrive.

	Narrative for the term being reported on above: 

	The data for the spring term indicates that pupils not eligible for PP have made or exceeded expected levels of progress more frequently than those in receipt of pupil premium across all areas.  The data is, however, comparable with the average difference being between 3-5%.  The data is strong for both groups with between 70% and 85% of learners reaching or exceeding expected levels of progress.  Data is also comparable across the subjects, with the English outcomes being slightly stronger.  Such strong outcomes for both cohorts reflect the strengths of the teaching and the curriculum offer at Nancealverne.  Enrichment opportunities ensure that all learners feel safe and ready to learn and while often targeted towards those learners in receipt of pupil premium are not exclusively so.  Interventions are strategically targeted to pupils with identified needs and therefore benefit all who need additional support.  Data progress meetings are arranged and take place termly to ensure that any barriers to learning are identified and support is targeted; these meetings include reflection on those pupils in receipt of pupil premium.

	Narrative for the term being reported on above: 

	The outcomes for both groups of learners are comparable.  Pupils in receipt of pupil premium have exceeded expectations in Maths more often (40% compared to 30%), whist pupils not in receipt of pupil premium have exceeded expectations more often in English (44% compared with 35%).  In both cases the data for children reaching or exceeding reflects an almost identical outcome with 88% of pupils in receipt of PP and 84% of those not in receipt of PP achieving the same outcomes in English; For Maths 83% from both groups reached or exceeded expectations.
