They take on immense leadership responsibilities: they oversee the council, chair the meetings, and will even interview new candidates.
Making an Immediate Impact 
Operating on an action-focused schedule of two meetings every six weeks (the first to devise a plan, the second to recap and review), our ministers are already acting as powerful ambassadors throughout the school. Their voices directly shape our daily environment as they:
· Review our feedback policy and explore how behaviour impacts children.
· Take charge of planning school trips and our annual sports day.
· Manage our 'Star of the week' collections and decide on our rewards systems.
· Sit on interview panels for new school staff.
